Of course, you have to say this phrase in the 
right way. You can't just say 'get in'. You have to say 'Get in!'

William: Get in my son! 
 
Feifei: Get in my son?  
 
William: 'Get in my son' is like saying 'Get in' only it's even more excited! You 

might hear that one at a football match, Feifei.
